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Did you have children participating in your programs on Medicaid?  Did you know Medicaid now has a Preventative Health Benefit for some children that may bring in extra funds to your organization?
Children on Medicaid who pay a premium for their health insurance can now earn points to help pay for  wellness activities such as:  organized sports fees, swim lessons  and other approved activities promoting physical fitness  

This is how it works…
1) Recreational Districts and other sports organizations sign up with Idaho Medicaid to be a participating vendor.

2) Children who earn points in the Preventative Health Assistance benefit with Medicaid 

bring in a voucher issued by Medicaid payable to your business or recreational district.  

3) It helps pay for their participation fees or sports equipment, such as cleats, helmets, etc.

4) If their fees are more $$ than the voucher, the parent pays the balance

5) Organization sends a copy of the voucher to Medicaid with an invoice to be reimbursed

6) Reimbursement is available by either EFT or check.
All recreational districts or sports organizations need to meet the following requirements:  
1) Be established as a business that serves the general public, and meet all state, county and local business licensing requirements,

2) Include a curriculum that primarily focuses on at least one of the three following areas: 

a) physical fitness, 

b) proper diet

c) or personal health education
